For cumulative unexcused absences of ten or more, a student between the ages

of six and sixteen is truant, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-25 as determined by the
Board's Attendance Policy and Regulation pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6A:16-
7.6(a)4.iii. and the definition of school day pursuant to N.J.A.C.
6A:32-8.3.

Any absence not listed in C.3. above shall be an unexcused absence

counted toward truancy.

“Unexcused tardiness” may constitute an unexcused

absence that counts toward truancy in accordance with Policy
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D. Notice to School of a Student’s Absence

1. The parent or adult student shall notify the school office

before the school day when the student will not be in school.

2. The parent of the student or an adult student who will
attend the morning session, but will not attend the afternoon
session shall provide notice to the school office before the start of

the afternoon session.

3. The parent of a student or an adult student shall
notify the school office of a future absence if the absence is

foreseeable.

4. The parent or adult student who anticipates a future
absence or anticipates that an absence will be prolonged shall

notify the school office to arrange make-up work.

5. In accordance with NJS.A. 18A:36-25.6, if a student is
determined to be absent from school without valid excuse, and if
the reason for the student's absence is unknown to school
personnel, the Principal or designee shall immediately attempt to

contact the student’s parent to notify the parent of the absence

and determine the reason for the absence.

An elementary student may be retained at grade level, in accordance with

Policy 5410, when he/she has been absent sixteen or more school days,

whatever the reason for the absence, except that absences for the

observance of a religious holiday, absences for those excused in

accordance with the reporting requirements of the school register, and

absences due to student’s suspension will not count toward the total.

TARDINESS

It is important that students arrive on time each day as instructional time is most important.
This is the parents’ responsibility. Students will be deemed tardy after 8:38 a.m. and 12:25
p.m. If a student arrives after 8:38, he/she should report to the nurse’s office to receive a tardy

slip. The student will then bring the tardy slip to the teacher.
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School begins at 8:33 a.m. and ends at 3:18 p.m.

ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL

Extreme caution is exercised in the release of children to anyone other than a parent or
guardian. Therefore, it is imperative that parents send a note or fax the permission to the
school by 12:15 p.m. if there is a change in plans for pickup. Unless we have written permission
from the parent/guardian, we will not release a student to another individual.

Students are expected to enter the building in a safe and orderly manner. Parents who wait
with their children until they are escorted into the building by their teacher are asked to stand
away from the line and not to enter the building with their children. On inclement days and
days where the temperature falls below 30° (with the wind chill factor) we will have “indoor
line up.” The sign is located on our front door. Parents are expected to drop off their children
and leave as additional adults in the hallways is a safety issue. Students are supervised by
assistants. Your cooperation is appreciated.

When arriving at school, students are to line up at their grade's designated waiting area:
STARS-Line up/Dismiss from the intersection of the gym/first grade wing facing the flagpole.
Kindergarten: - Line up from the intersection of the gym/first grade wing facing the flagpole.
Dismiss from respective classroom door: Ms. Dell’Aglio (Room 5) doors face the flagpole(east

side). Ms. Palo’s class (Room 4A) faces the playground(west side).

Grade 1: Line up in front of the double doors facing Pinelynn Rd. Dismissal is through their
respective classroom door.

Grades 2: Line up in front of the doors facing Spottswood Rd. (behind the school near softball
field). Dismissal is through the same doors.

Grade 3: Line up near doors adjacent to basketball court/playground, west side of building.
Dismissal is through the same doors.

Grade 4: Line up in front of the former Kindergarten classroom doors(Near playground/east
side). Dismissal is through the same doors.

Grade 5: Line up in front of the fifth grade doors outside of that wing(past former
Kindergarten classroom doors). Dismissal is through the same doors.

Kindergarten, first and second graders must be dismissed directly to a parent or a person
authorized, in writing, by the parent. Students may not play on the playground after school
without adult supervision. Please remember there is no nurse on duty.
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
